They got one 
point, but with the sideout, 
Afton Lindgren stepped to 
the serving line and went on 
a run which forced the 
Eagles’ second timeout 
when they were down 20-23. 
The break wasn’t enough to 
stop the KCC momentum as

It was very nice to start 
the season with a straight-
set win. In the pre-season, 
the girls had some commu-
nication issues, which made 
them play hesitantly.
